Firewood-saving furnaces: The CHINGWA STOVE JPV 
publicises this furnace ( picture in the dia. diaschau ), that humans on the country with few means themselves to build can and that firewood consumption substantially reduced. "the Chingwa furnace is a new type of furnace, which will make in the country the life easier for the women. With the furnace, warmed up and heated water can be boiled, baked. Women, who already use the furnace, report of the following advantages of the furnace: - the women cook with 3 pots at the same time and need so less time for cooking - they use all kinds of pots: Clay/tone -, metal and dreibeinige pots - it need fewer woods (instead of 12 Holzscheite the week only 5), i.e. they need less time for wood collecting - the furnace does not smoke

The furnace is not expensively or difficult to build. JPV already trained some women in the building of the furnace. Only the following materials are used:

1. 175 clay bricks 

2. 4 barrows "ant hill soil" 

3. 1 rust 

4. 1 choke 

5. Water 

6. Pieces metal scrap... "
